Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, the 2020 AGM is a closed meeting. Shareholders (other than the minimum number of 2
required to form a quorum, as arranged by the Company) will not be able to attend and vote at the AGM in person. However,
we are committed to conducting the business of the Company in the safest and most practical way possible in these
circumstances.

Shareholders are strongly encouraged to appoint the Chair of the meeting as their proxy to ensure the appointed proxy is
present at the AGM and can vote on their behalf. Unlike previous years, you will not automatically receive a hard copy form of
proxy for the 2020 AGM in the post. Details of how to appoint a proxy electronically or to request, and complete, a hard copy
form of proxy are set out in note 1 of this document.

NOTES TO THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

A member entitled to attend and vote at the AGM may appoint one or more proxies (who need not be a member of the
Company) to attend and to speak and to vote on his or her behalf whether by show of hands or on a poll. A member can
appoint more than one proxy in relation to the meeting, provided that each proxy is appointed to exercise the rights attaching
to different shares held by him. In order to be valid an appointment of proxy (together with any authority under which it is
executed or a copy of the authority certified notarially) must be returned by one of the following methods:

— online at www.signalshares.com (the “Website”) by following the on-screen instructions, in particular at the “Proxy Voting”
link,. In order to appoint a proxy using the Website, members will need to log into their Signal Shares account, or register if they
have not previously done so. To register members will need to identify themselves with their Investor Code which is detailed

on their share certificate or available from the Registrars, Link Asset Services, on Tel: 0371 664 0300. Calls are charged at
